Health Services

Welcome to the Health Services component of Coordinated School Health.  Health services are provided for students to appraise, protect, and promote health. These services are designed to ensure access or referral to primary health care services or both, foster appropriate use of primary health care services, prevent and control communicable disease and other health problems, provide emergency care for illness or injury, promote and provide optimum sanitary conditions for a safe school facility and school environment, and provide educational and counseling opportunities for promoting and maintaining individual, family, and community health. Qualified professionals such as physicians, nurses, dentists, health educators, and other allied health personnel provide these services. In this section you will find Health Services Guidelines, Cover Tennessee Information, Asthma Management Information, Youth Access to Healthcare Fact Sheet, Immunization List, as well as resources and general information.

Our school nurses serve as the hub of the health services offered to the children in our schools.  Our nurses keep busy with their daily medical procedures, helping sick students, and providing first aid.  They also provide training and professional development for our teachers and staff in areas such as CPR, medication management, and universal precautions.  The nurses in the Wilson County Schools can also be seen providing educational experiences to our students in the areas of hygiene, puberty, and wellness.  The Wilson County Schools’ nurses make sure all of their students are up to date on their immunizations, attend meetings involving students with health concerns, and work with outside agencies to help meet the physical and mental health needs of our children.

Hearing, vision, and BMI screenings are offered to our students every year with the help of Cumberland University’s Nursing Program and Tennessee State University’s Audiology Program.  Well Child Inc. offers comprehensive health exams to a portion of our students.  The Wilson County Health Department offers dental services to some of our schools.
