Student, Family, and Community Partnerships

Involvement of students, parents, community representatives, health specialists, and volunteers in schools provides an integrated approach for enhancing the health and wellbeing of students both at school and in the community. School health advisory councils, coalitions, and broadly based constituencies for school health can build support for school health programs. School administrators, teachers, and school health staff in all components actively solicit family and student involvement and engage community resources, expertise, and services to respond effectively to the health-related needs of students and families. Qualified professionals such as principals, teachers, and school health staff, in partnership with students, parents, and volunteers provide leadership in this area. 

Family and community involvement is vital to all of our schools.  We are fortunate to have a Family Resource Center staffed by Julie Harrison.  She has offices at the Teacher Resource Center at 308 High St. and at Watertown Elementary.  Mrs. Harrison has a wealth of information regarding the services offered to the children of Wilson County and their parents.  The Family Resource Center has implemented several programs in our schools.  A “Backpack for Kids” program insures that 50 of our at-risk students have nutritious food items available over the weekend.  Parenting seminars are offered in cooperation with the FRC from the Lebanon Special School District in the areas of homework, reading, math, curriculum, testing, parenting skills, and Saxon phonics.  Mrs. Harrison also coordinates the purchase and delivery of educational materials to our schools, parents, and children.  She also serves on various county and statewide committees that aim to improve the lives of our students.
